Toilet Rebate Program

Celebyuting Small Town Life

The Toilet Rebate Program offers up to $145.00 as an incentive for customers to replace existing high-
flow toilets with WaterSense high efficiency models. Toilets made before 1985 use between 5 and 7
gallons per flush (gpf). Those made between 1985 and 1991 use 3.5 gpf. High-efficiency toilets (HET)
use 1.28 gpf — that means replacing your old toilet with a newer model can yield a water savings of
more than 60% with every flush. Eligible purchase and installation must be made using City of St. Cloud
businesses. If customers choose to install their new toilets themselves, a visual inspection by a City of
St. Cloud inspector is required. The City of St. Cloud Solid Waste Division will provide a courtesy pick up
of the old toilet for verification.

Who is eligible?

While funding is available, any City of St. Cloud residential water customer who would like to replace
their high volume toilet with an approved WaterSense labeled high-efficiency toilets using at most 1.28
gpf is eligible. Rebate is limited to one per household. Customers should call 407-957-7328 prior to any
purchase to obtain a confirmation code valid for 30 days to ensure funding is available. Applications
received after 30 days are not eligible for reimbursement and any money spent remains the
responsibility of the resident.

When is this program available?

This program is open for qualifying purchases made on or after October 1, 2016. The toilet rebate
program will continue until funds are depleted. Please secure your confirmation number prior to
purchase by calling 407-957-7328.

How do I know if the toilet is a WaterSense High-efficiency toilet?

Look for the WaterSense logo; use the attached listing of eligible toilets,

https://www3.epa.gov/watersense/product search.html?Category=2 or search for eligible toilets. If the model is not
included, call 407-857-7328 and the City will contact WaterSense with any questions

How do | apply?

Call 407-957-7328 to ensure funding is available and receive a confirmation code. Download the rebate
application package, including rules, at www.stcloud.org/toiletrebate or obtain a package at the St.
Cloud Utility Customer Service Center. Customers have 30 days from the date they receive a
confirmation code to return the completed application package including the invoice or signed form
reflecting the purchase and installation of the WaterSense toilet. The confirmation code will ensure
your reservation of funds. If you do not have a code, you will not receive a rebate. Any resident who
purchase and installs a toilet without a confirmation code will not be reimbursed if funds are not
available.

High Efficiency Toilet (HET) Rebate Program Policy
Purpose

By implementing this toilet rebate program, the City of St. Cloud encourages homeowners to reduce
indoor water usage through the replacement of inefficient plumbing fixtures with EPA WaterSense high
efficiency models. Homeowners will enjoy a reduction in their utility bill while contributing to a sustainable
water conservation initiative. Many of the target homes still have toilets that operate at 3.5 to 5 gallons per
flush (GPF). The high efficiency toilets of this program will use 1.28 GPF. This retrofit project is expected
to offer 300 rebates, each worth $145.00 per HET retrofit, and is estimated to save over 2 million gallons
per year.

Requirements

The following guidelines have been established to qualify City of St. Cloud Customers for receipt of a
High Efficiency toilet rebate:

Applies to replacement of existing high flow toilets within the City of St. Cloud service area. The
rebate program applies to new toilets not exceeding 1.28 gallons of water per flush. The rebate
applies only to High Efficiency Toilets listed on the EPA WaterSense products list. Log on the
EPA's website at https://www3.epa.gov/watersense/product search.html?Category=2 to find approved
toilets.

Applicants must be a City of St. Cloud Water customer to be eligible.
Purchase and installation must be completed using City of St. Cloud businesses.
Rebate does not apply to new construction or new bathroom additions.

Call 407-957-7328 to ensure funding is available and receive a confirmation number prior to
purchasing a toilet.

Customers have 30 days from the date they receive a confirmation code to return the completed
application package including the invoice or signed form reflecting the purchase and installation
of the WaterSense toilet. If applicant does not have a confirmation code a rebate will not be
issued. Purchase and installation of toilet prior to assignment of a confirmation code will result in
the risk of unavailable funds, and any cost will be the responsibility of the resident.

All applicants must provide the original sales receipt for the high efficiency toilet.
One rebate per household.

Applicants must contact the City of St. Cloud at 407-957-7328 to arrange a free pick up of the
old toilet for verification.

The Shiawassce River water trail is located in southcast Michigan. beginning 50 miles north of Detroit and
proceeding west-northwest towards the City of Saginaw.

‘There are numerous aceess sites 1o the Shiawassee River along the 88 mile water trail. The trail begins in Holly,

Michigan and travels through the towns of Fenton, Linden, Byron, Vernon, Corunna, Owosso, and ends in
Chesaning, MI.

The Shiawassce River Water Trail is 88 miles long and is a navigable waterway of Central Michigan. The Trail
provides a paddler experience on a varicty of river system qualities ranging from the eight water trail towns to a
predominantly rural, iree-canopicd landscape consisting of a mix of agricultural land, fens, wetland forests,
riftle zones and superb fresh water fishing atl along the way. For most of its length, the River has a steady
current to cnhance the cnjoyment of navigation. The Trail provides an abundance of natural environment
expericnces that contrasts with rural and small town to semi-urban landscapes all in view from the paddlers’
perspective. The Trail begins in the Village of Holly and ends in the Village of Chesaning with sufficient
well-spaced public access points. Paddlers enjoy a mostly beginner’s rating watcrway. There are three required
portages with mill ponds upstream from dams with one of the dams also supporting a lake level that permits the
only large-motorized scction of the trail at Lake Ponemah. History and culture are richly endowed and
cominunicated qualities of the Trail that also provide for related paddler expericrices. ‘There are State-recognized
conservation sites and cnvironmental educational programs. The Trail’s proximity to the million-plus population
within a half-day’s drive to any trail scgment cnables close-to-home outdoor recreation and readily accessible
communion with nature for everyone.

‘T'he Shiawassee River Water Trail is an 88-mile navigable water trail beginning in Ilolly, M1 and ending in
Chesaning, ML1. [t is onc of Michigan’s favorite waterways with an engaging variety ofriverine characteristics,
28 well-spaced public access sites with paddler amenitics, relatively high water quality, and Mid-West class
small mouth bass fishery.

‘I'he Trail is an inclusive and convenient to a vast regional population that can expericnce a predominantly
natural environment that is more often associated with the sparsely settled river systems of northern Michigan,
The river is becoming recognized as a recreational assct duc to the work of three non-profit organizations
focused on improving water quality and community improvements along the Water Trail.

Natural features unique to the water trail include high quality fens and forested wetlands, and scenic rural vistas.
Water ‘Trail users will experience the opportunity to view abundant wildlife including beavers, bald cagles, and
the powesheik skipperling butterfly. The rare cardinal flower can also be secn growing along the banks.
Conservation is primarily promoted by HeadwatersTrails, Inc. and the DeVries Nature Conservancy.

The water trail character can he described as country scenic, wooded wetland, rural residential, or trail town.
This provides a diversity of paddling expericnces along one water trail, offering opportunities for isolation,
wildlife viewing, group paddles, or multi-modal trips. Paddling skills required arc cither classified as “beginner’

or ‘intermediate” providing a great destination for family outings as well as challenge and excitement for the
seasoned paddier.

The variety of experiences is due largely to the geology and glacial history of the area. The land surfaces from
Holly to Byron are gencrally low lying and slightly undulating till plains with & consistent series of lakes and
wetlands formed as the glacier statled and built the east-west moraine wall south of the Shiawassee River.
Tributaries for the river enter mostly from the south; the watershed divide on the north side yields in relatively
short distances to the Flint River watershed, After Byron, the slightly undulating till plains arc interspersed with
rolling moraine country up to 40 feet above river level. At Shiatown meltwaters of the glacial Lake Erie flowed
east to west in what geologists call a glacial spillway—now the Maple River and mile-wide Valley west of
today’s course of the Shiawassee River. Sands and gravels inctuding the streambed materials supply evidence.
In Owosso the tetreating glacier and land uplift from glacier removal allowed a lower outlet to the developing
Saginaw River. The Henderson to Chesaning segment enters into the former take bed of Lake Huron. There are
still sections of valley walls ncar Oakley and the intriguing “Kentucky holler™ character of Six Mile Creck (with
an abandoned coal mine too). The farmland is level with no undulations. The agricultural drains are deeply
incised entry points to the River. Former sand dunes from the Lake shore glacia! period abut a few bank
sections.

Recreation on the water trail includes kayak, canoeing, and paddleboarding along with motorized boats and
jetskis on the impoundments in Fenton, Linden and Byron, Lake Ponemah and Tupper Lake. Several local and
county parks are along the water trail and offer opportunitics for picnicking, fishing, and connections to
nonmotorized trails, The water trail features a paddle-up restaurant in Fenton, two paddie-up campgrounds,
regularly scheduled group paddlcs, education classes, thirteen public parks, and eight trail towns offering
amenities to travelers. Impoundments in Fenton, Linden, and Byron offer opportunities for beginner paddling
experiences and safety classes.

The water trail features many historic towns. The Village of Holly, Fenton, Linden, Corunna and Owosso are all
along historic Native American trading routes, and became river-based trading towns from the early to
mid-1800’s water power mills. Other historic features include Fenton’s Historical Museum, Linden Historical
Museum, Knagg’s bridge trading post, Corunna’s Historic Village, Owosso’s 1223 Steam Locomotive Rail
Museum, Curwood Castle, and Comstock Cabin,

The trail towns feature access to a commercial canoe livery near Byron, two outfitters in Fenton, and overnight
lodging at campgrounds, bed-and-breakfasts, and hotels. Numerous restaurants, and a variety of shopping
experiences are also present.

Best Management Practices

Mission Statement

‘The Shiawassce River Water Trail Coalition, is a committed stakeholder association of municipalities, agencics, non-profit corporations and interested
individuals along the course of the Shiawassee River between THolly and Chesaning, Michigan. The Mission of the Coalition is to improve and promote
public usc of the water trail as a valuable resource for non-motorized recreation and tourism and to support and cnhance river conservation and
stewardship.

Recreation Opportunities

Reercational opportunitics abound along the river for residents and visitors. In addition to the existing 28 public access sites for boating access, there are
numecrous parks along the river, providing opportunitics for fishing, picnicking, camping, wildlifc vicwing and relaxing. There arc places to disembark
for riverside trail use, aceess to services in river towns, and touring points of interest. There arc also connections to non-motorized trails from the river in
Holly, Fenton, Linden, Corunna, Owosso, and Chesaning offering multi-modal recreation.

T'he trail offers a safe diversity of paddling experiences that benefit beginners on most sections to expericnces that are still interesting to the seasoncd
paddler. Owners of john boats and their like oflen use frolling motors to permit casier return upstream to launch points and access Lo preferred fishing
holes. With cither paddle or trolling motor, the trip effers an outdoor experience of beauty and adventure. Intermittent rifile zoncs, islands, shallow
gravel beds, und large glacially deposited boulders provide the enjoyment of navigating routes.

For those who don’t own paddic boats, two liverics along or ncar the Shiawassee River offer rentals and trip staging services. Two private canoe liveries
operate on the river, ChefT's Canoc Rental out of Walnut Hills Campground near Corunna, and I Z Kayak Reatal in downtown Linden. Both outlitiers
ofter tubing, kayaking and canoeing rental and shuttle scrvice. These are especially helpful for group outings that oceur on a regular basis.

‘I'hc Shiawassee River is open to public usc without restriction for group size (c.g., church group, school classes, and ¢lubs), motors, scasonal closings.
or trip length. Scasonal factors may affeet navigability—either low flow or too much flow, both of which are communicated through websites and the
planned sign system at access points, Closing of access points is only related to those places where a park with an neeess facility is signed for closure at
dusk —except for a few special upstream group events, there is not a significant user basc for post sunset outings.

The Water Irail Plan located in the Planning BMP section, discusses portages, recommended experience levels along the trail, distance between access

points (all manageable in less than % day outing), and accessibility levels. An inventory in the Plan Appendix lists all 28 access points with detailed
description and images of the site conditions.

Although not incorporated into the span of the Shiawassee River Water Trail, the downstream river attributes (practically inaccessible from Chesaning)
benefit rom a State of Michigan launch site in the Village of St. Charles that permits boating on the Bad River tributary to the Shiawassee River and its
two natural areas: The Shiawassec State Game Arca and the Shiawassee National Wildlife Refuge. Tourists, especially bird watchers and fishers
searching for a multi-day expericnce in the region can stay on the River with what amounis to a “vehicle portage” to St. Charles to access the rich
natural character of the lower Shiawassce River.

This short list presents the most well-known recreational river assets and events:

)leadwaters Trails and Keepers of the Shiawassce events from Holly to 13yron that include open invitation group paddics, kayak demonsirations.
paddle training and wildlite trips.

2)Fenton’s Rivertest Days with several in-river and along-river activities.

3)0wosso’s Curwood Festival with voyager cncampments, paddle boat races, youth fishing tournament, celebration of conservationist James Oliser
Cunwood, duck race fundraiser and riverside amphitheater concerts

4)Chesaning annual paddleboat race

5)Byron’s Family Fun Day with riverside activitics

6)Byron's River Regatta, an in-river celcbration as a River ‘Town

7)Red FFox (retail store in Fenton) casting classes

8)Friends of the Shiawassee River wing tasting (fund raiser) with Kayak raftle on diflerent river bank locales each year

9)Public Park services at 10 riverside park access points with picnicking, water supply, play areas. hiking trails, land trail connections in Owosso and
Corunna. and disc golf' (Corunna and Chesaning parks)

10)Two public campgrounds at Walnut Hills {Byron area) and Chesaning’s Showboat Park and a group campground at Corunna’s McCurdy Park

Education

Many volunteer organizations. schools, local park depariments, and nonprofits use the river as an outdoor classroom. Many of these educational
activilics are available 1o local residents and visitors to the area and water trail. The majority of activitics arc offered at no-charge to the public. Paddiing
safety courses are also offered and promoted throughout the watershed.

There are numerous scheols that sit along the river, in many cascs a local teacher utilizes the river as a learning cnvironment. Holly Public Schools.
Byron Public Schools, and Corunna Public Schools all performing nature study along the banks ofthe Shiawassee River as a part of the curriculum.
Historical societies also provide cultural and historic perspectives on the river and its role in the development of the region.

“I'hc Fricuds of the Shiawassee River (FOSR) coordinates a stream monitoring program, asscmbling local stream teams of volunteers, with a focus on
youth, to conduct benthic macroinverlebrate sampling on the river. The program offers a great cducational opportunity on stream ecology and water
quality. DeVries Nature Conservancy also conducts stream monitoring training for school-aged children. The FOSR also ofitrs ongoing workshops and
cducationg! programs on various topics as a part of their Winter Speaker Series and Annual Meeting gucst speakers

There are several educational and interpretive guides that exist for the Shiawassce River, namely the Shiawassee River Canoe/Kayak Guide, a
descriptive guide for paddlers on launch sites, river conditions and character, and natural and historic highlights. The guide is ofTered in an interpretive
format and in summary form as a tri-fold brochure. ‘The guide covers the sections from Byron to Oakley. A paddling brochure was also created by
Coalition members featuring river access and amenitics for the entire 88-mile length of the trail from Holly to Chesaning,

[nterpretive signage is present at water trail launch sites in Holly, Fenton, Linden, and Argentine thanks to fundraising and planning efforts by Oukland
County, Headwaters Trails Inc., University of Michigan-Flint, and Keepers of the Shiawassce (See Water Trail Plan).

“The public is invited to attend ongoing paddles from May-October with Keepers of the Shiawassee, while [leadwaters Trails offers an annual Adventure
Paddle held during the second Sunday in June, and the Canocing in Color adventure paddle in the first Saturday in October. Keepers also coordinates
paddling salety workshops and demo days at local events in the Fenton and Linden area.

t:ducational programs are offered by multiple organizations including Southern Lakes Parks and Recreation, 1eVrics Nature Conservancy, MSU
1:xtension, Ileadwaters Trails, the Shiawassee Conservation Association, Keepers of the Shiawassce, and FOSR. Notable examples include:

«Great Watershed Caper, offered by DeVries Nature Constrvancy, targets school-aged children and teaches about the cultural and historic influcnccs in
the watershed, strecam monitoring, and paddling safety

«Watershed educational tours, oftered by MSU Extension, targets agricultural producers and teachcs about best management practices to improve water
quality

+School encampment / Voyager program oftercd at Corunna McCurdy Park, targets school-aged kids, namely boy scouts, and cducates on historic and
cultural significance of the river

The Shiawassce Conservation Association offers youth cducation programs and stresses the value of sustainable hunting and fishing practices, and
outdoor education for youth is oftered at the YMCA riverside day camp

Restoration

Conscrvation activitics are diverse and range from woody debris management, invasive specics removal, hazardous waste collection, brownfield
redevelopment, agricultural best management practices, green infrastructure planning and implementation, natural Jands conscrvation, dam rentoval,
habitat restoration, and volunteer river-cleanups.

Annual river eleanups are organized to rally volunteers to care for the river by Fricnds of the Shiawassce River, Headwaters Trails, and Keepers of the
Shiawassce. Ongoing woody debris management is done by Headwaters Trails, Keepers of the Shiawassce and Chefls Canoe Rental.

Much cfTort has been focused on removal of condemned dams and related habitat restoration by Friends of the Shiawassee River, who have successtully
restored connectivity for fish and wildlife migration, and water cooling benclit. Both the partially retoved Shia-Town dam and the Corunna dam will be
removed in 2017. The Village of Chesaning completed a dam removal and restoration project at Cole Park, where a river rapids dam with cight weir
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Comniunity Support

The communities along the Shiawassce River have shown their support for the water trail by incorporating the river into their S-year parks and
recreation plans. master plans, non-metorized transportation plans, and capital improvement plans.

Over 55 letters of support have been provided by organizations from local busincsscs, conservation organizations, local governments, recreation
providers and lourist/chamber sources and are attached with the application. Many of these local organizations provide free river cvents to the public
including Fenton Riverfest, Linden Flotilla, the Curwood Festival, fishing toumaments in Chesaning, and annual river cleanups along the entire trail.
An online survey was promoted by the Friends of the Shiawassee River during February 2017, a total of 118 responses were received. The major
activitics enjoyed on the Shiawassce include wildlife viewing, kayaking/canoeing, and fishing. A total of 115 respondents support the development of
the Shiawassee River Water Trail.

The Shiawassce County Board of Commissioners endorsed the Shiatown County Park Dam removal and funded a new boat faunch, a 40-acre riverside
addition to the Park, a parking lot, access sitc signs and fishing platform in concert with the removal.

“The City of Corunna is the project administrator for the grant funded Corunna Dam removal. City staiT contributions make this work. Restoration is
involved, a barricr free boat launch, increased river aceess for fishing, restoration, a new land trail to connect Corunna’s two riverside parks and paddle
boat lunding facilities. Fach of the dam removals involves $500,000 investments.

A multi-jurisdictional authority representing four municipalitics in Shiawassee County have formed under state law authority Lo upgrade the 4-mile
James Miner River Walkway. a companion facility to the water trail on which many river/truil cvents, including Owosso’s annual Curwood Festival, take
place.

In 2016-17, a representative of the Coalition conducted twelve public presentations to service clubs and other organizations and invited comment on the
waler trail and county widc parks master planning —all of which were resoundingly supportive.

The Friends of the Shiawassee River maintains a list of 500 riparian owners that includes periodic educational messages to Jandowners on best
management practices, principally native vegetation strips and stonwater management. [n the future the water trail events and website educational
message reference will be featured on post cards as part of the trail operations.

Grants from local governments, foundations and in-kind scrvices on behalf of trailside improvements reveal a long stunding source of support. Examples
arc the Cook Family Foundation’s investment in a S-year Nature Conscrvancy water quality project. In the past five years, the Saginaw Bay Watershed
Initiative foundation lunded 6 ncw paddic boat launches on the Trail as well as a grant to fund the application to the NPS for the Trail designation.

The volunteer basc of the Trail’s carc and improvement is a critical, successful source for improvement and opcrations. Most grants involve large
percentage contributions from in-kind services. Clean-ups draw large crowds of 60 persons/cvent on average and in every year of these trail head 1o
trail's end campaigns. The strcam tcam program operates in 10 arcas with a total of 100 volunteers “The three sub-organizational Trail entitics operate on
a voluntcer basis with the majority composcd of professional persons offering pro bono services.

Partner arganizations arc listed in the Appendix of the Watcr ‘Trail Plan. A scan of thesce connected and involved independent agencies and non-profits
reveals the varied base of support required for a comprehensive watershed perspective benefit to water quality and recreation.
